Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting at approximately 6:04p.m., followed by the Salute to the Flag.

The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. Mr. Willcox was absent. Mr. Troy was excused.
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the October 23, 2008 Regular Session. Moved by Mr. Cornell, seconded by Mr. Spaulding. The minutes were unanimously approved. 
Privilege of the Floor

Chairman Daniels called on Rick McNeilly to speak to the legislature regarding the Single Audit and Financial Statements. Mr. McNeilly said the audit was originally presented at the September Budget and Finance Committee. Ms. Price asked about Mr. McNielly’s overall opinion of the county’s finances. Mr. McNeilly said that as of year-end 2007, things were going very well. He said that the key statement to look at is the budget verses actual expenditures in the general fund, on pages 52 and 53 of the audit. He said that the county had budgeted to spend about $3.2 million more than revenues, and only spent about $800,000, which is a good sign. Mr. McNeilly said it’s also important to look at the amount of cash the county has, which is on page 10 and 11 of the audit, which reflects the net assets as $11.6 million, a portion of which is restricted.
Receive & File Reports of Standing, Special and Ad-Hoc Committees

Ms. Price made a motion to receive and file a decision and order from Hon. Judge Dowd regarding the county’s conflict attorney’s office. Seconded by Ms. Wilcox. The motion was approved. 
Mr. Daniels asked for a motion to appeal Judge Dowd’s decision. Mr. Tagliente made a motion to appeal. Seconded by Ms. Wilcox. Ms. Arnold said before voting to appeal, she would like to see how the law was promulgated in the first place and ensure the county followed proper procedures in enacting the law. Mr. Schrader said he has spoken with representatives from the New York Association of Counties, and that Cortland County has the full support of NYSAC, and recommends an appeal. Ms. Arnold asked about financial support. Mr. Schrader said he did not know. Mr. Suben said that he is not representing the county in this matter, as he is the president of the Bar Association, which is a nominal defendant, and this creates a conflict. He said he has been in touch with the county’s lawyer, who believes that based on Judge Dowd’s order, the filing of an appeal will produce an automatic stay, which will permit the conflict attorney’s office to continue. Mr. Schrader provided a report comparing costs associated with a conflict defender’s office and assigned council. The report showed a nearly $200,000 savings. 

Ms. Tytler said the conflict attorney’s office has provided quality service at a reduced cost, and she is in support of an appeal. Ms. Price said that Cortland’s Conflict Attorney’s office was created in the same way as many other counties, and would Judge Dowd’s decision have ramifications statewide. Mr. Suben said that any decision that a court renders, if it remains unchallenged, becomes precedent, and can be referenced in another court. Mr. Piombo said that on four separate occasions different groups had declared this illegal. He said Judge Littman, who rejected the plan, as did the Cortland County Bar Association, Judge Julie Campbell, and now Judge Dowd. 

Mr. Loomis asked if the county could or should amend the law, rather than spending more money on an appeal. Mr. Daniels said that this is a perfect situation for the county to go to a higher court to get a decision, and it is something we need to do, and is probably the only way to get it resolved. Mr. Schrader said that according to Judge Dowd’s decision, amending the law would not be an option. Mr. Suben said the decision declares the law a nullity, but does not require action by the county. He said according to the county’s attorney in this case, the act of filing an appeal will get the county an automatic stay. Mr. Loomis asked about the financially liability in the appeal process, and referenced the estimated $5,000 in a letter from Mr. Oudemool. Mr. Suben said the county had previously authorized Mr. Oudemool to use a certain amount of money to argue this case, and he came in under that amount, so there is still money left. Mr. Suben said authorization to spend additional funds on an appeal will have to be approved. Mr. Daniels said if an appeal takes up to a year, the lawsuit would not cost as much as the savings being provided by the conflict attorney’s office. All members voted in favor, except Mr. Piombo. The motion was approved. 
Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the Financial Statements for Year End 2007. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor. The motion was approved. 

Unfinished Business

The Clerk referenced a resolution sponsored by Mr. Daniels Approving the Final Language of Mortgage Agreement and Mortgage Loan Note By and Between Cortland County and the Cortland County Industrial Development Agency. Mr. Williams seconded the motion. Mr. Schrader said the legislature had already approved the loan, but that some changes were made in the mortgage, and thus, in an abundance of caution, this resolution is being brought back to the legislature. Mr. Schrader said that the mortgage calls for provisions that after 10 years if the property remains unsold, the property comes back to the county, or the IDA repays the county for the portion of the property that is unsold. If the property reverts back to the county, the town of Cortlandville will have the primary mortgage on the property the county then held. Mr. Suben agreed and said the nature of the collateral has changed from the original resolution, and that is why the resolution is being presented again. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Dafoe. The resolution passed and became:

WHEREAS,  the Cortland County Industrial Development Agency (CCIDA) has proposed the development of the Finger Lakes East Business Park, a 260 acre parcel of land located on NYS Route 13 in the Town of Cortlandville, and


WHEREAS, the CCIDA has obtained commitments of funds in the amount of $2 million in the form of a grant from the Federal Economic Development Administration, $433,700 in the form of a grant from the Environmental Protection Agency, and $400,000 in the form of a loan from the Town of Cortlandville for phase I of the Business Park; AND


WHEREAS, the Cortland County Legislature adopted Resolution No. 122-08 authorizing a loan of $750,000 to facilitate the purchase of land under option necessary for the development of the Business Park; AND


WHEREAS, the CCIDA has exercised its option for the purchase of the properties necessary for the development of the Business Park and has presented the Mortgage Agreement and Mortgage Loan Note giving priority mortgage status to the County and secondary mortgage status to the Town of Cortlandville to the County Attorney and Chairman of the County Legislature for approval and execution; NOW THEREFORE, BE IT 


RESOLVED, that the County Legislature hereby approves the attached Mortgage Agreement and Mortgage Loan Note as contemplated and authorized by Resolution No.122-08 and authorizes its execution by the Chairman of the Legislature.

Mr. Chambers stated that he has not read the proposed law in question, but that large trucks and other vehicles do have a significant effect on county roads, and that limiting the size would be a good idea. Mr. Williams said that the resolution refers to the National Bridge Inventory done by the federal government and asked if Cortland County has bridges listed in need of repair. Mr. Chambers said there is a percentage of bridges of Cortland County bridges are considered structurally deficient. All members voting in favor, and Agenda Item No. 1 became:

WHEREAS, Cortland County Legislature, acting on behalf of the health and welfare of the citizens, is committed to protecting the safety of motorists and taxpayers’ investment in our infrastructure; and


WHEREAS, there are proposals to include increases in the size and weight of commercial motor vehicles, including triple-trailer trucks, in legislation reauthorizing federal transportation funding, which will be considered in the United States Congress in 2009; and 


WHEREAS, recent events have focused public concern on the quality of our highway infrastructure, especially bridges; and


WHEREAS, Federal and state studies have found that increasing the size and weight of commercial motor vehicles may accelerate the deterioration of bridges and highway infrastructure; and


WHEREAS,  the 2007 National Bridge Inventory maintained by the Federal Highway Administration classified 6,684 bridges in New York as having been rated structurally deficient and 2,244 as  functionally obsolete; and


WHEREAS, legislation on the federal level has been introduced that will maintain truck size and weights (H. 3929/S.3021); and


RESOLVED, by the County Legislature of Cortland County that it opposes any proposals to increases in truck size and weights of commercial motor vehicles on New York roads and bridges and asks members of the New York Delegation to co-sponsor H.3929 (SHIPA) and S. 3021 (STOP).


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Legislature is hereby authorized to transmit duly certified copies of this resolution to the New York Delegation to the Congress of the United States.

     WHEREAS, Cortland County is celebrating its 200 year anniversary this year and wishes to establish, through Judiciary Law, an Official Seal for the County, the County Clerk and the Supreme and County Courts, AND

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the New York State Legislature to pass and adopt appropriate legislation to amend Judiciary Law, Section 30, to establish the Official Seal for the County of Cortland, the Cortland County Clerk and the Supreme and County Courts, NOW, THEREFORE BE IT 

RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Legislature hereby respectfully requests the New York State Legislature to introduce and enact legislation establishing the Official Seal of the County of Cortland, the County Clerk, and the Supreme and County Courts and officially authorize the County of Cortland, the County Clerk of said county and the Supreme and County Courts therein, to use the following seal: (pictograph attached)

Description of seal

     The seal shall be approximately two and 1/4 inches in diameter. The outer border shall  consist of inverted scallops with an inner smooth circle border. Along the upper outside of the circle shall be the inscription in capital block lettering “SEAL OF CORTLAND COUNTY, N.Y.”  Along the lower outside of the circle shall be the inscription in capital block lettering “A.D. 1808.”  The center shall consist of a shield topped by an eagle and wreath of laurels. The shield shall feature 13 stars in a field of blue, above a red and white striped base. The left side of the seal shall consist of  a man with a sheaf of wheat. The right side of the seal shall consist of a man with a hammer and wheel, with a factory behind. Both men shall have hands resting on the center shield. The foreground of the seal, at the base of the shield shall consist of a mound of Cortland apples.

AND BE IT FURTHER


RESOLVED, that such legislation also provide that:

1. the County Clerk of Cortland County shall cause the design of said seal (in black and white) to be engraved upon metal. From time to time the County Clerk shall obtain and make available, and keep in good order and repair as many of such engraved metal seals as may be necessary for the proper performance of the duties of the office and of the duties of the clerks and officers in the supreme and county courts authorized to use said seal. All the expense incurred by the county clerk incident to said seal shall be a county charge against the county of Cortland.
2. Such seal shall be used and affixed only: (a) by the county clerk of Cortland county or by any deputy or clerk duly authorized by them; (b) by any judicial clerk of the supreme or county court resident in Cortland county, duly authorized by said county clerk; and (c) any County Officer or other person authorized by law to execute official documents on behalf of the county.
3. The use of said seal or of any replica or simulation thereof, in form or substance, by any unauthorized person or for any wrongful purpose, is prohibited. Any violation of this prohibition shall be deemed to be a misdemeanor and punishable as such.
