Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. All members were present.
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the December 11, 2008 Special Session, and the December 18, 2008 Regular meeting. Moved by Ms. Price, seconded by Mr. Troy. The minutes were unanimously approved. 
Presentation of Petitions, Communications, and Notices

Ms. Brenda DeRusso of Fire and Emergency Management introduced Mr. Jonathan Raser of TetraTech, who is assisting the county in creating a Hazard Mitigation Plan.  
Receive & File Reports of Standing, Special and Ad-Hoc Committees

Mr. Troy made a motion to receive and file the 2008 Fourth Quarter Sales Tax Distribution and the Town and School District 2008 Unpaid Tax update. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor. None opposed. 

New Business

Mr. Williams asked about the two different communications from Chairman Daniels regarding committee reassignments. Mr. Williams said that as he serves on the Buildings and Grounds Committee, he asked if other members of the committee are suspected in any way of the dereliction of duty mentioned in the Jan. 20 letter. Chairman Daniels said that it is the Chairman’s prerogative to appoint members to committees, and it was his evaluation that the Buildings and Grounds Committee has not made any progress in respect to the DMV Building. He said there has been too much involvement by the Chairman of that Committee with the engineering firm. Mr. Loomis said he had prepared a draft timeline of the DMV project that he would submit to the Chairman. He said he did not feel that he was out of line as Chairman of the Committee in discussing engineering services with the project engineers. Mr. Williams again asked if other members of the Buildings and Grounds Committee will be reassigned. Chairman Daniels said not at this time. Mr. Williams said that the state and county law may not address the rights and powers of the Chair of the Legislature in regards to committee reassignments in such a clear and concise manner. 
Mr. Williams then referenced a Jan. 22 letter from the Chairman regarding the evaluation of the County Administrator, and asked what gave the Chairman the right to act for the legislature in the evaluation process. Chairman Daniels said that not one legislator has sat down with Mr. Schrader to establish goals and objectives, which are a necessary part of the evaluation process. He said due to the lack of action by other legislators, he took it upon himself to proceed with the evaluation, as has also been done in the past. Mr. Williams said that he did not think that the evaluation was the responsibility of the Chairman, but that of the responsibility. Ms. Arnold read from the Administrator’s contract, stating “The legislature shall review and evaluate the performance of the employee.” Chairman Daniels said the legislature can evaluate the performance of the Administrator whenever they want.

Agenda Item No. 2 – Appointing Members to the Cortland County Board of Ethics

On motion of Mr. Daniels. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Ms. Price said that she has concerns about appointing legislators, specifically Mr. Troy and Mr. Waldbauer to the Board of Ethics, as it puts them in a difficult and awkward position as it could be interpreted as “cronyism or vindictiveness,” and that she does not believe sitting legislators should serve on the board. Mr. Williams said the Board of Ethics could have, and should have been a politically neutral appointment, with two members from each party, and one non-partisan member, but this was not done. Mr. Williams went on to say that while legislators were polled for input regarding the appointments, two of the members being appointed were not on the original list, and the process and the political leanings of the board is “less than he would like to see.” Mr. Daniels explained the process, saying that all legislators were asked to submit names, and those names were compiled and voted on by all legislators. He said the votes came back, and three of the members being appointed had gained the most votes from legislators. He said other members who had gained many votes were either unwilling or ineligible to serve on the board, therefore he appointed two additional members outside of the original list. Mr. Daniels called for a roll call vote. The Clerk took a roll call vote. All members voting in favor, except Ms. Price, Mr. Ross, Ms. Wilcox, Mr. Willcox, and Mr. Williams. The motion passed with 36,393 votes (see attached) and Agenda Item No. 2 became:

Ms. Arnold asked about the process of calling the question. Mr. Purser explained that Calling the Question ends the debate and calls for a vote. Ms. Arnold asked if a second is needed to call the question from the floor. Mr. Purser said yes. Ms. Arnold asked if a two-thirds vote is required to call the questions, as stated in Roberts Rules of Order. Mr. Purser said the County’s Rules of Order supersede Roberts Rules, and a two-thirds vote is not necessary. Mr. Daniels noted that he asked the clerk for a roll call vote, and that he did not call the question. 

Agenda Item No. 3 – Approve Right-of-Way Purchase, Page Green Road/Highway Department.

On motion of Mr. Daniels. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Ms. Price announced that some of the people on the list are either family members or good friends, and she would abstain herself from the vote if it is the will of the legislature. Mr. Purser said it would be a good idea to abstain from the vote. Ms. Arnold noted that the resolution states the Highway Committee recommends the resolution, but asked for a friendly amendment that the resolution it should read the “Highway Superintendent” because the resolution did not go through committee. Highway Superintendent Don Chambers said that the information within the resolution was not available at the time of committee meetings, but due to upcoming deadlines on the project he asked the Chairman to sponsor the resolution. Mr. Loomis noted that the resolution references actions taken by the legislature in 2006, and asked why this resolution is being presented last minute, with a deadline looming. Mr. Chambers said there has been no delay in the process and the project is moving along on a normal schedule. He said the necessary information was just recently provided to the Highway Department and this was the first opportunity it could be presented. Mr. Loomis asked how the county will pay for costs of Easements and Fees. Mr. Schrader said this money is already budgeted for in a project line, and 80 percent of the project is federal funds, the rest is split between the county and the state. Mr. Loomis asked how much of this will be county money and how will that amount be paid. Mr. Chambers said the original resolution defined the project costs, but that he doesn’t have that information immediately available. Agenda Item No. 10 – Award Highway Equipment – Snow Plow/Dump Trucks
On motion of Mr. McKee. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Williams said that about $1 million is being spent on highway equipment at this meeting, and he asked if it was necessary. Mr. Schrader said that the money is part of a Highway Equipment Replacement Plan. He said that if the replacement plan is not followed, the costs will add up in future years and the fleet would fall into disrepair and cost the county even more in maintenance costs. Ms. Tytler asked how many plows are in the fleet. Mr. Chambers said there are 14 plow trucks, which also work as dump trucks, but there are more trucks in the fleet. He also said the vehicles need to meet current vehicle emission standards in order to maintain the contract to maintain state roads. Mr. Willcox asked about the standard depreciation of the trucks. Mr. Schrader said the typical lifespan of a truck, according to the replacement plan is between 10 to 15 years. Mr. Willcox said he was not referring to the trucks, but to the plows and other attachments. Mr. Chambers said that the surplus equipment is auctioned off, but it is usually so worn out it does not get a good price. Mr. Hartnett asked how far the county was into the 15-year replacement plan. Mr. Chambers said the county is playing catch up, but that within three years the county will be able to re-evaluate and restructure the replacement plan. Prescription Drug Coverage: 
The County Health Insurance Plan includes a three (3)-tier formulary plan for prescription drugs. Each employee who participates will contribute $5.00 co-pay for generic prescriptions, $10.00 co-pay for brand name prescriptions and $25.00 co-pay for non-formulary prescriptions.

Employees may utilize the multi-month mail order maintenance program for prescriptions and pay one co-pay per three – month supply.  Prescriptions for maintenance drugs filled at a retail pharmacy will require one co-pay for each one-month supply.

Employees shall be required to fill all prescriptions with the generic brand when available.  Should the employee voluntarily elect not to fill with the generic brand, the employee will be responsible for the cost between the generic and the drug selected (name brand or formulary), plus the co-pay for the name brand or formulary.  In the event that the employee cannot take a generic drug due to a medical reason determined by the prescribing medical provider, the employee will not be required to pay the difference between the generic drug and the drug selected.  The co-pay will be required for either the name brand or formulary.

Mr. Williams asked about the chairman’s performance evaluation of Mr. Schrader, and asked that all legislators get a copy. Ms. Willcox said that the Chairman’s letter states his belief that the Goals and Objectives set for Mr. Schrader were those of the full legislature, and that she did not necessarily agree with this. Mr. Daniels said the stated Goals and Objectives were fairly vague and that he would be surprised if legislators had a problem with them. Ms. Wilcox said the Goals and Objectives should be specific and that the legislature as a whole should be involved in establishing them. Chairman Daniels said the legislature has taken no initiative in setting these Goals and Objectives, and therefore he took it upon himself. Mr. Williams said in the past, under previous chairman, the legislature has contributed to the evaluations. Mr. Piombo asked if this would be an appropriate discussion for Executive Session, and made a motion to go into Executive Session. Ms. Price asked for a moment before going into Executive Session to thank retiring Public Health Director Jackie Gailor for her service to the county. Mr. Price said that over the past 36 years ms. Gailor has done an exceptional job for the Cortland County Health Department. The legislature gave Ms. Gailor a standing ovation. Ms. Gailor thanked the legislature for their recognition. Mr. Daniels said it is not necessary to go into Executive Session for the topic at this point. Mr. Daniels asked if copies of the evaluation could be made available immediately. Mr. Daniels said he will put copies of the evaluation in legislator’s mailbox. 

Ms. Wilcox asked Mr. Purser for his legal opinion on the Chairman’s authority to replace the chairman of a jurisdictional committee. Mr. Purser said that the County Law and the laws adopted by the legislature in 1972, do give the Chairman such authority. Mr. Willcox said the committee has been accused of “dragging their feet” on the project. He said because the scope of the project has expanded he was doing his job in further evaluation. Mr. Daniels said the continued expansion in scope of the project is one of the reasons he took action. Mr. Daniels said Mr. Loomis had gone beyond his responsibility as Chairman of the committee in negotiating with consultants. Mr. Loomis disagreed and said that he was doing his job as a legislator and chairman of the committee. Mr. Loomis said that he had prepared a timeline, and he read a portion of it for the legislature and the public. He said he would provide this timeline to legislators. Ms. Tytler said she thought Mr. Loomis was acting in accordance with his responsibility as a legislator, and that she was disappointed in the way the situation was handled.
