AIRPORT MAINTENANCE WORKER

DISTINGUSHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:


The work involves responsibility for performing a wide range of semi-skilled and skilled work at the county highway department.  The incumbent is responsible for the day-to-day operation of the airport through the performance of all necessary maintenance to the airport runways, buildings and adjacent areas as well as monitoring the highway buildings and complex for various problems.  The efficient operation of motor equipment is essential, as work performed at the county highway department must be in accordance with established rules and procedures which emphasize safety.  The incumbent may also be assigned to operate motor equipment in support of other highway department projects.  The work is performed under the general supervision of a higher-level department administrator.  Does related work as required.

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES:  (Illustrative only)

Performs all necessary maintenance to airport facility, including runway, taxi way, ramp, lighting and navigational aids;

Operates a power grader, backhoe, bulldozer, snow plow or blower and similar construction equipment;

Conducts daily inspection of airfield runways, lighting, beacons and all weather observation system (AWOS) and, if necessary, reports problems to FAA:

Performs semi-skilled work in masonry, carpentry, electrical and painting operations;

Prepares and maintains all reports regarding fuel system at the airport;

Oversees the work of seasonal employees in grounds keeping;

Monitors highway buildings and complex for needed repair and other problems;

Operates two-way radio to communicate with pilots regarding weather;

Drives fuel truck to various work sites and fuels equipment;

Performs preventive maintenance and general cleaning on assigned equipment;

May be required to initiate emergency response procedures in the event of an emergency;

Maintains various records as required.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS:

Good knowledge of the principles, methods, tools, and terminology used in the maintenance and repair of airport buildings, grounds and equipment;

Good knowledge of the operation of motor equipment and power tools;

Good knowledge of airport operations, regulations, terminology and safety procedures;

Ability to communicate on a two-way radio;

Ability to deal effectively with the public;

Ability to understand and follow oral and written instructions;

Ability to communicate effectively both orally and in writing;

Ability to prepare and maintain basic reports;

Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position.
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MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

Three (3) years of experience in the operation of construction or road maintenance related automotive equipment.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  Possession of a valid New York State Class B Driver's License with air brake, tank and hazmat endorsement is required.  Failure to maintain a NYS Class B Commercial Driver's License and all the required endorsements will result in disciplinary action or dismissal.
