HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION MECHANIC

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:  

The work involves responsibility for performing both skilled and unskilled work in a number of trades while performing the construction and maintenance duties.  An employee operates various types of motor equipment as well as a wide variety of hand and power tools. The work is performed under the general supervision of a higher level supervisor.  Does related work as required.

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES:  (Illustrative only)

Operates various pieces of construction equipment while performing bridge construction and maintenance; 

Mixes and pours concrete and builds forms used in bridge construction;

Installs decking stringers, braces, hand rails, and headings on bridges; 

Builds forms, footings, foundations, walls and abutments; 

Installs I‑beam, steel decks, posts and railings; 

Perform various tasks involved in the cleaning and painting of bridges; 

Operates pumps, electric compressors, electric hammers, paving breakers, electric drills, saws, mechanical wrenches and hoists and other tools as the job requires; 

Digs and erects scaffolding; 

Loads and unloads materials and tools; 

May use welding equipment to perform a variety of welding tasks involved in bridgework; 

Assists in setting up and maintaining traffic control devices, flagging traffic and in the overall safety of the work area; 

Performs other public works activities when not engaged in bridgework.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS ABILITIES AND PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS:

Working knowledge of methods, materials, tools and equipment used in bridge, equipment and building construction and maintenance; 

Skill in the use of tools and equipment used in bridge construction and maintenance; 

Ability to safely and effectively operate various pieces of equipment used in bridge construction and maintenance; 

Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: Either:

Five (5) years of experience in a trade related to operation of construction equipment, highway bridges and road construction and maintenance such as carpentry, masonry, structural steel work, or construction equipment operation.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT: Possession of a valid New York State Class B Commercial Driver's license with air brake, tank, and hazmat* endorsement required.  Failure to maintain a NYS Class B Driver's license with all required endorsements will result in disciplinary action or dismissal.

*Hazmat endorsement must be obtained within one year of appointment.  Failure to obtain and/or maintain hazmat endorsement will result in dismissal.
