RECYCLING ATTENDANT 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS: 

The work involves responsibility for ensuring that all recyclable materials brought to the county recycling facility are unloaded and deposited in the appropriate designated areas.  The incumbent surveys incoming loads of refuse, weighs and directs vehicles to appropriate sites and/or sorts and separates refuse once it has been deposited.  The work is performed under general supervision according to established procedures and techniques.  Does related work as required.

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES: (Illustrative only)

Surveys incoming loads of materials, checks type, and directs vehicles to appropriate sites for deposit;

Sorts and separates materials for transport;

Provides general information and responds to questions, complaints, etc., from


individuals using the facility;

Performs general maintenance on motor equipment;

Monitors area for debris;

Participates in the enforcement of health and safety rules and procedures.

May operate hydraulic and pneumatic equipment such as forklift, loader, baler and


similar motor equipment used at the facility;

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS:

Working knowledge of the recycling operation;

Ability to identify various recyclable materials and separates accordingly;

Ability to understand and follow oral and written instructions;

Ability to deal effectively with the public;

Willingness to work under adverse weather conditions;

Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position.
